Information provided in the report is
current as of August 2020.

A note on terminology:  The terms diversity, inclusion, and equity were acknowledged
to be evolving constructs. Within the report, these terms were operationalized in the
following manner.

(g) young persons have the right, in every instance where they have rights or
freedoms that may be affected by this Act, to be informed as to what those rights and
freedoms are; and

(h) parents have responsibility for the care and supervision of their children, and, for
that reason, young persons should be removed from parental supervision either partly
or entirely only when measures that provide for continuing parental supervision are
inappropr i at eo.

Note: There was no pertinent information in Child Day Care Act(information
regarding early childhood program found in Education Act).
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
